Taino Ministries is a church-planting ministry whose mission is to take the Gospel to the least-reached people in
Central and South America.

firstBible International strives to get the Bible translated and published in languages which do not currently have a
reliable Bible, thereby allowing lost souls the opportunity

Around 16 years ago, we were in need of a 4-color press that could economically print large quantities of John &
Romans covers without sacrificing quality. At that time, we started looking for a Didde press, and we spoke with a sales-
man who did a lot of work with Didde presses in Ohio. We described what we were looking for, and he mentioned a
Didde press another place had just ordered from him that was in the $40K range in price. They said, “Don’t sell them
the press you are holding for us!” The salesman called us within a few days and said that an insurance company in
Cleveland was looking to sell the Didde press they owned, and they had only used it to print insurance forms. When it
was all said and done, God had suppiied that press for $5K! We have discovered that God always supplies the need in
His perfect timing.

This Didde press is still running, but it is starting to have issues. Since it is around 50 years old, replacement parts are
getting harder to find. We have begun the search for a replacement machine. We hope to find something in the mid
$30K range. Please pray that God will give us wisdom throughout this search, and that He will supply the equipment in
His time.
