Dear Sophie,

A great man died today. You know his name and we’'ve watched many of his videos. I doubt
you’re aware of the impact he has made already on this world. It’s been neat to see it played out on social media
and news outlets everywhere. To see a Christian honored for his life he gave to Christ, and to be able to share it
with you and your siblings has been a privilege. But the depth of what has happened/ is happening is quite big,
and I am sure it's going to impact your future. And as it’s your turn for the prayer letter, I pondered what to say
and what to write about you or say to you - how to express what 1 perceive is happening in our country, and
around the world...I doubt I will be able to properly, but I will try...

Charlie Kirk was a real man - a real American man of God. He stood for truth; he
fought with grace and meekness; he lived joyously with purpose that was eternal. And he died by the hands of
haters of truth. What a way to live, and what a way to die! I hope that you will hear about him as time goes by but
so much more than that, I pray, for your sake, and for the sake of your sisters and other young girls around the
world, that this is a turning point, specifically, for men.

When we fin-
ished getting the John/Romans and Gospel tracts to those houses, my map book told me there was one more
village another four miles down an even less-traveled road. We picked our way through mud holes, ravines, crags
and sharp rocks, trees and bushes that swiped all sides of the vehicle at once until we reached this tiny village on
top of the mountain.

There might have been five remnants of houses up there, but there was one house with two cars parked in
front. I dropped the kids off to go deliver a John and Romans while I did an 18-point u-turn on the path on the
side of the mountain. While I was turning around, a man and lady approached the kids so I hopped out to talk to
them.

They invited us in (a rarity - we might have had this happen 30 times in 3,000 villages). After indulging in
some Balkan cuisine including some rather tender mutton, we realized there were about twenty people of all ages
looking at us askance. Bulgarians, not excelling at social graces, sort of waited for me to initiate the conversation
even though I was their guest. We were seated off to the side and I began picking my way through the situation.

The man that invited us in was a Bulgarian living in Colorado. Once inside, I found out that EVERY-
BODY there was visiting from out of town. I found out that the old man at the head of the table who didn’t really
acknowledge us and sort of grunted his answers to his daughters) was the LONE inhabitant of this village and
that his three daughters and their husbands and their children and grandchildren were all there for ONE day to
remember the passing of his wife ten years earlier.



It was a divine appointment even unsaved people could recognize! I was able to give the gospel and leave tracts
with further explanation on salvation. There were seeds planted that surely one day will come to fruition. We
need to discuss religion with everyone possible!

Evil is not omnipotent nor is evil omniscient. Powers have aleays tried to silence the voice of truth and
evil has always used brute force to silence the truth. Martyr’s Mirror is 1100 pages of evil silencing truthers.
Nothing new here. Evil only wins when it bullies us into keeping our mouths shut!
