Dear Prayer Warriors, 

“Wow, we actually had more children come!” Pastor Naab said when he thought we wouldn’t have any children at the 
Friday Bible Club because of a school activity. We started leading that Bible Club with just the 4 children who were there, 
and by the time our Bible lesson began, 27 children were present! Yes, I, too, have been stunned when I see what 
God is doing here in Kunsu, at our daughter church. Every Sunday that I have been in their morning service, except for 
my first week, there has been a child visitor; sometimes 1 child visits, sometimes 7! 

Helping at Fundamental Baptist Church of Kunsu keeps me busy! Pastor Naab told me that he would like us to start 
two Bible Clubs: one on Fridays that is consistent and one on Saturdays that is rotating. Here in Kunsu, 
because the Saturday Bible Club starts at 4:00 p.m., we get the blessing to go out around lunchtime and do 
visitation/soul winning. Before I arrived, their church had a handful of children in the Sunday school and Junior 
Church. These children were those who came with their parents/family member. Pastor Naab asked that I help train 
Emmanuel. In previous letters, I have asked for prayer for Emmanuel. He is now improving spiritually and getting 
more involved. Thank you for praying for him!  

It’s exciting to see the growth here in Kunsu! The teenagers—Solomon, Yaw, Esther, and Priscilla—have all attended SMITE. These young people 
were all very shy and didn’t want to participate in helping with the Bible Club activities. The past few weekends, I have seen each of these teen workers 
become more confident and even lead a Bible-verse game! Please pray for them to stay strong in their faith. A few weeks ago, we did a teen 
activity. There was a total of 16 in attendance, including 4 visitors, and 2 of those visitors came to church the 
following Sunday! Last Sunday, we had another blessing! The chairs in the auditorium got filled quickly. Yep, children 
sometimes sit two in a chair! We had some benches made my sixth week in Kunsu, so we could use them for the 
children’s ministries, and now we will be using them for more spaces for people to sit in church! 

Fundamental Baptist Church of Kunsu is in a mining and farming village. The parents of many of the children who 
come to the church work in the gold mines or have a cocoa/vegetable farm. This means that the number-one reason 
for parents to say they can’t come on Sunday is because of their job. Would you please pray for these children’s 
parents to have a desire to come to church as well? 

The school ministry started again on the first Wednesday of February. We are currently presenting the Gospel at a Methodist 
primary school. Mavis is translating for me, and our class has 40 first- and second-grade students. It’s interesting to see 
how their teacher likes listening to us as we talk about the Gospel. These students are doing well and answering our review 
questions perfectly each time! Next week, we will begin speaking to them about eternal security, which is sometimes a 
hard concept for their culture to grasp. Please pray for these public-school students to 
have a clear understanding of the Gospel! 

Working at Fundamental Baptist Academy is teaching me new things each week! I recently made a change to our 
preschool curriculum, and sometimes it’s hard to adjust to change. The teachers and students are enjoying when I 
come to their preschool classrooms and teach chapel. Please continue to pray for the teachers in our school and 
me to have clear communication.  

Please join me in praying, as I am beginning to search for a vehicle. Please pray that I will have wisdom in finding the right truck or SUV that can 
go on the rough roads to visit our daughter churches. Thank you for praying for these requests. Please know that I am praying for you also.
