(waiting for transportation or other reasons) and I did not know that they were waiting for church services.  
We were glad when they came in.  They were unsure where they were going to stay the night as her 
husband kicked them out of the house belonging to his family.  They were homeless.  It cut to our hearts.  
I just so happened to have a huge bag of stuaed animals (in nice shape) given by a Christian lady in San 
Antonio, Texas and we gave both children one.  They were overjoyed and began to play with them 
immediately.
