Many BEAMS Bible recipients have bee
blessed by supporters who take a box of
Bibles to the post office and personally pay
the postage. Over the years, however, many
have expressed a desire to help but face cer-
tain obstacles. Some have said, “l would love
to mail a box, but my schedule will not allow
me to get to the post office during window
hours.” Others are physically unable to make
the trip, and some cannot afford the full cost
of mailing a box.

In response, our missionaries began offering
to mail the boxes if individuals would simply
provide the funds. Postage offering enve-
lopes were made available so people could
contribute toward mailing costs. This solu-
tion worked well for a time, but today many
people no longer carry cash or use checks.

in several countries have prevented us from
shipping Bibles through USPS. While alter-
native shipping methods are available,
BEAMS currently does not have sufficient
funds to cover these increased costs.

To help meet these needs, we now offer the
option to donate directly to postage online.
Bro. Daren has set up a QR code specifically
for postage donations. When scanned, it will
take you directly to the postage donation
page. The listed amount reflects the average
cost of mailing one box of Bibles, though
donors may adjust the amount as they
desire.

With the pastor’s permission, our missionar-
ies will have this QR code available at their
display tables, providing an easy way for
supporters to help place God's Word into the
hands of those who need it most.
